If a serum creatinine was not obtained within the past year, enter default zz.z.

For example, on 5/01/08 the eGFR is reported as 32 mL/min and the most recent eGFR done on 9/03/08 is reported as 28 mL/min.  Select option #4 to indicate stage 4 chronic kidney disease.

	Erythropoiesis stimulating agents (ESA) include darbepoetin (Aranesp) and erythropoietin (Epogen, Procrit). 

Anemia is common in people with kidney disease because the kidneys produce the hormone erythropoietin, or EPO, which stimulates the bone marrow to produce red blood cells. Diseased kidneys often don’t make enough EPO, and so the bone marrow makes fewer red blood cells. 

ESAs are administered IV or subcutaneously.  Erythropoietin (Epogen, Procrit) is usually administered three times per week while darbepoetin may be administered every 2 to 4 weeks.
